Antonio Grassi é atualmente o diretor presidente do Instituto Inhotim. Além de sua larga
experiéncia no teatro, cinema e televisdo, Antonio Grassi, cursado em ciéncias sociais na
Faculdade de Filosofia e Ciéncias Humanas da UFMG (Universidade Federal de Minas Gerais), se
dedicou nos ultimos anos a formulagdo de politicas publicas para a area cultural.

Foi Secretario de Estado de Cultura do Rio de Janeiro, Presidente da Fundacdo Theatro Municipal
do Rio de Janeiro, Vice-Presidente do Forum Nacional dos Secretarios e dirigentes estaduais de
Cultura, Conselheiro do Conselheiro Diretor do Forum Cultural Mundial e Presidente da
Fundacdo Nacional de Arte (Funarte) do Ministério da Cultura do Brasil — responsavel por
importantes projetos nas artes cénicas, musica, artes visuais e outros programas integrados no
periodo de 2003 /2006 e 2010/2013.

No dmbito internacional, foi o idealizador do Espaco Brasil (Marais/Paris) no ano do Brasil na
Franca (2005), criador junto ao Instituto Camdes e Instituto das Artes de Portugal do prémio de
dramaturgia luso-brasileira “Antonio José da Silva”, responsavel pela presenca brasileira no
Festival Internacional Tchecov em Moscou (2005) e a Estagdo de teatro russo no Brasil (2006) .
Foi o curador da participacdo brasileira em duas edi¢cdes da Quadrienal de Praga, tendo
conquistado a Triga de Ouro — o prémio maximo da Mostra em 2011. Por reconhecimento a seu
trabalho foi condecorado pela Medalha de Honra da Inconfidéncia (Governo de Minas Gerais) e
a Medalha Pedro Ernesto (Camara Municipal do Rio de Janeiro).

No teatro teve presenga marcante , como ator ou diretor, em varias obras como: “O Inimigo do

Na televisdo, Antonio Grassi é popularmente conhecido no Brasil por seu trabalho em mais de

No exterior foi o curador da mostra de videos brasileiros na Amazon Week (World Trade Center,
New York 1996), participante como representante do Governo Brasileiro no FGrum Universal
das Culturas (Barcelona 2004), palestrante no encontro da “Red interlocal de cidades
iberoamericanas para la cultura” (Buenos Aires, 2005), expositor e palestrante no painel “Global
Perspectives for cultural diplomacy and exchange” (Association of perfoming arts , New York



2006) e no Broward Center Performing Arts (Fort Lauderdale, Florida 2006). Foi também
Comissario do Ano do Brasil em Portugal (2012) e coordenador da programacdo cultural na
Participacdo do Brasil na Feira de Frankfurt (2013).

Antonio Grassi is currently the CEO of Instituto Inhotim. In addition to his extensive experience in
theater, cinema and television, Antonio Grassi, studied social sciences at the Faculty of
Philosophy and Human Sciences at UFMG (Federal University of Minas Gerais), has devoted
himself in recent years to the formulation of public policies for the cultural area.

He was Secretary of State for Culture in Rio de Janeiro, President of the Theatro Municipal
Foundation of Rio de Janeiro, Vice President of the National Forum of Secretaries and State
Culture Directors, Adviser to the Director Adviser of the World Cultural Forum and President of
the National Art Foundation (Funarte) of the Ministry of Culture of Brazil - responsible for
important projects in the performing arts, music, visual arts and other integrated programs in
the period 2003/2006 and 2010/2013.

At the international level, he was the creator of Espaco Brasil (Marais / Paris) in the year of Brazil
in France (2005), creator with Instituto Camdes and Instituto das Artes de Portugal of the
Portuguese-Brazilian dramaturgy award “Antonio José da Silva”, responsible for the Brazilian
presence at the Czech International Festival in Moscow (2005) and the Russian Theater Station
in Brazil (2006). He was the curator of Brazilian participation in two editions of the Prague
Quadrennial, having won the Golden Triga - the maximum prize of the Exhibition in 2011.

In recognition of his work, he was awarded the Medal of Honor of Inconfidéncia (Government of
Minas Gerais) and the Pedro Ernesto Medal (Rio de Janeiro City Hall).

In theater he had a remarkable presence, as an actor or director, in several works such as: “The
Enemy of the People” by Ibsen, “Dreams of a summer night” by W. Shakespeare directed by
Werner Herzog, “The Serpent” by Nelson Rodrigues, “The Woolgatherer” by William
Mastrosimone, “O Urso” by Chekhov, “The kiss on the asphalt” by Nelson Rodrigues, “Os Justos”
by Albert Camus, “O Interrogatdrio” by Peter Weiss, “Dona Rosita” by Garcia Lorca, “ The
Blacksmith and the Death “by Mercedes Rein and Jorge Curi, among several others.

In cinema, his curriculum includes several successful productions in Brazil and abroad, among

Nadine Gerner é graduada em biologia pela Universidade de Frankfurt e é especializada em
biologia de agua doce e ecotoxicologia. Ela realizou um doutorado no Helmholtz Centre for
Environmental Research (UFZ) em Leipzig, onde investigou os efeitos ecoldgicos do
desenvolvimento das areias betuminosas canadenses, aplicando indicadores biolégicos para
espécies de macroinvertebrados aquaticos. Em 2014, Nadine Gerner juntou-se a
Emschergenossenschaft & Lippeverband, uma associacdo de gestdo de agua do setor publico
localizada em Essen, no Ruhrgebiet alemdo (drea metropolitana do Ruhr). Ela trabalha no
departamento de Gestdo de Bacias Hidrograficas. A restauracdo do rio Emscher e seus afluentes
é o tema central de seu trabalho. Neste contexto, Nadine se concentra na qualidade da agua
dos riachos restaurados, nos servicos ecossistémicos que eles fornecem, nos desafios
relacionados a dgua devido as mudancas climaticas e na melhoria dos regimes de governanca
na gestdo da agua. Durante a escola, Nadine Gerner passou trés anos no Brasil, cursando a
faculdade Humboldt em Sao Paulo. Ela fala alemado, inglés e portugués.

Nadine Gerner holds a diploma in biology from the University of Frankfurt and is specialized in
freshwater biology and ecotoxicology. She conducted a PhD at the Helmholtz Centre for
Environmental Research (UFZ) in Leipzig, where she investigated the ecological effects of the
Canadian oil sands development, applying biological indicators for aquatic macroinvertebrate
species. In 2014, Nadine Gerner joined Emschergenossenschaft & Lippeverband, a public sector
water management association located in Essen in the German Ruhrgebiet (Ruhr metropolitan
area). She works in the department of River Basin Management. The restoration of the Emscher
river and its tributaries is the central topic of her work. In this context, she focuses on water
quality of the restored streams, on the ecosystem services they provide, on water related
challenges due to climate change and on improving governance regimes in water management.
During school, Nadine Gerner spent three years in Brazil, attending the Humboldt college in SGo
Paulo. She speaks German, English and Portuguese.
